Bisbee is the type or cotype locality for seven minerals.
They are chalcoalumite, graemite, henryite, kidcreekite,
paramelaconite, shattuckite, and spangolite. The Grand
Reef mine, Graham County, is also the type locality for
seven minerals, and the Mammoth-St. Anthony mine (or
Tiger), Pinal County, is the type locality for eight minerals,
and Tombstone is the type or co-type locality for ten min-
erals. So Bisbee is not the record holder for Arizona in that
category. Specimens from Bisbee generally command a high
price, so if you have some hold on to them, and if you see a
reasonably priced specimen you should purchase it.
